Re:  Formal Demand for a Complete, Thorough and Transparent Investigation of Jo Savage’s Death in the RPS Parking Garage (Spokane PD Report #06-10161)

Dear Mr. McKenna:

I previously wrote you regarding the Jo Savage case, I believe there is strong compelling probable cause that the facts and circumstances surrounding her death arise to the level of criminal negligence, to wit, recklessly causing the death of another - a First-Degree Manslaughter under Washington state law (RCW 9A.32.060).  I requested for a number of very serious reasons that your office intervene in this case.  Assistant Attorney General Melanie Tratnik on your behalf graciously responded to my letter.  She explained the Attorney General’s Office lacks the statutory authority to unilaterally intervene in this case without Spokane County Prosecutor Steve Tucker’s recusal.
My enclosed letter to Sheriff Knezovich and Chief Kirkpatrick is self-explanatory.  I request you review the facts and circumstances surrounding the death of Jo Savage as they relate to the “overt acts” of an ongoing criminal enterprise. If you concur with my assessment that you then seek approval of the “Organized Crime Advisory Board” for approval to investigate and prosecute the Savage case et al [RCW RCW 43.10.232].

I have not researched the “organized crime” provisions of the RCW.  I’m sure that they closely parallel those of the federal RICO act.  I’m shocked that the US Attorney’s Office failed to avail themselves with the powerful tool in their review of the RPS bond fraud et al.  In my opinion the proximate cause of Jo Savage’s death was the result of a series of acts of an ongoing criminal enterprise/conspiracy in Spokane, WA.  The RPS bond fraud, the RPS bailout, and the subsequent death of Savage and the substantial and pattern of "overt acts" committed over many years would qualify for a RICO filing under the guidelines in the US Dept of Justice's, "Racketeer Influenced & Corrupt Organizations - A Manual for Federal Prosecutors" (4th Edition July 2000).  

The pattern of requisite criminal activity includes grand theft by fraud, false misrepresentations in financial statements relied upon by elected officials, perjury, extortion, probable cause to believe bribery of public officials, acts to conceal these crimes by the perpetrators or aided subsequently by others, federal crimes involving securities fraud, IRS tax evasion by a "tax-exempt bond fraud" scheme, and subversion and laundering of the proceeds of a HUD loan and the means by which these HUD loans are secured.
