Punch list for Mayor Mary Verner:

1. As Mayor she can waive the attorney/client privilege of Attorneys O. Yale Lewis and Gary Ceriani to talk freely about the RPS Bond Frauds.  The O. Yale Lewis documents are now public so what difference is it going to make?  The difference is that Lewis and Ceriani can defend themselves against what Attorney Laurel Siddoway did and said that sold the Spokane taxpayers down the river to the tune of $87 million dollars.  See my analysis here, here, here and here.
2. The Mayor should thank the following for their City service and show them the door to CFO Gavin Cooley, Fire Chief Bobby Williams and Public Works and Utility Director Dave Mandyke.  See my complaint to the WA State Accountancy Board on Cooley.  See Larry Shook’s recent commentary, “Fire and Fraud in Spokane,” for Chief Williams.

3. The Mayor should have a frank discussion with Chief Kirkpatrick to find another job within three months or make a commitment to stay in Spokane for at least three years.  Allowing Chief Kirkpatrick to keep one foot in and one foot out is doing a disservice to the citizens of Spokane as well as the rank and file of the police department.  Further the Mayor should encourage Chief Kirkpatrick to tell Asst. Chief Nicks to retire.  Asst. Chief Nicks’ handling of the Zehm case as well as the firefighter sex case with child porn was problematic to say the least.

4. The Mayor should also join with others to oppose the nomination of Attorney Michael Ormsby as US Attorney for the Eastern District of WA.  The Mayor has personal knowledge re his involvement in the RPS Bond Frauds as outed by the IRS in their review.   To reward Ormsby’s criminal behavior with the top law enforcement position for this federal district is beyond the pale. From my letter of opposition to the US Senate Judiciary Committee (See my post, “Michael Ormsby for US Attorney – Akin to Bernie Madoff for SEC Chair”]:

Mr. Ormsby in his questionnaire failed to disclosed that the IRS took the unprecedented action of publicly rebuking him for his actions in the River Park Square (RPS) bond fraud as reported in Bond Buyer for,  “ . . . incompetence and disreputable conduct”

5. The Mayor should immediately compel a complete and thorough inspection of the River Park Square Parking Garage to ensure it is safe for continued public occupancy.  Former Sheriff Bamonte and I have requested such an inspection on numerous occasions to the Mayor, the City Council and the City Attorney.  See Larry Shook’s recent commentary, “American Serbia,” and my piece, “Ron T. Cop takes one Spokane City Council.”

6. The Mayor can join with John Olsen and others to seek out and encourage Greg Webber to run for Spokane County Prosecutor.  Greg Webber was one of the three finalists for the new position of Ombudsman for Spokane PD.

7. The Mayor can join with former Sheriff Tony Bamonte and me in calling for Governor Gregoire under her statutory authority to appoint a special prosecutor and impanel a state grand jury to investigate the RPS Bond Frauds and the Savage Manslaughter case as the acts of a criminal enterprise (See my letter to Gov. Gregoire).  Sheriff Bamonte has also just called upon US Attorney Eric Holder to do the same.  See his letter and evidence.

8. Both Sheriff Bamonte and I are filing formal complaints with Tim Burns, the new Spokane PD Ombudsman, concerning several aspects of Spokane Police management. I’ve had Tim Burns the new Police Ombudsman in as a guest speaker in my class last quarter in “Controversial Issues in Law Enforcement.”  I find him to be sincere in his mission to regain the trust of the community with Spokane PD.  

My complaint involves the lack of a complete and thorough criminal investigation by Spokane PD that would have followed the evidence to its logical conclusion in the Savage Manslaughter case (See my Savage case file).   This is contrary to the public narrative.  Even though the US Attorney’s Office and the WA State Attorney’s Office did minimally review the evidence, to this day no law enforcement agency has done the investigation that was necessary.  County Prosecutor Tucker’s review and finding of “insufficient evidence” was fatally flawed since no such investigation was ever done.

The Mayor can ensure that Mr. Burns is free to review our complaints and objectively report his findings.
