Addendum II:

I received the additional time stamp information from the 911 Call Center & SCSO/Dispatch Center from the multi track digital audio recorder.  This recorder simultaneously records all 911 phone calls coming into the Center on its multiple phone lines.  This recorder also records all radio transmissions on all active radio channels.  There is also a running time line laid down from the recorder’s internal clock.
The new information received from 911 Call Center Supervisor David Affeldt on 02-10-11 shows the audio beginning from Mrs. Creach’s 911 call at 23:08:02 Hrs.  The first radio transmission from Dep. Hirzel, “. . . I’m Code 6,” begins at 23:07:15 Hrs.  From the previous information received from SCSO Lt. Danner Dep. Hirzel the following radio transmission, “Ok I got shots fired . . . ,” begins at 23:07:25 Hrs.  From the new information Dep. Hirzel’s radio transmission, “Respond medics,” is at 23:07:50 Hrs.  See KXLY transcript below.
From this information it can be confirmed that the 911 Call Center computer/tel switch, the SCSO/SPD Dispatch CAD system and the shared digital audio recorder time clocks were all within about one second of each other the night of the incident.  This is because of the time stamp of Mrs. Creach’s 911 call by all three computer systems as being 23:08:02 Hrs +/- one second.  
What has yet to be determined is the +/- time deviation of Dep. Hirzel’s laptop from real time and or relative time deviation from the other computers.  This can be determined in several ways as was discussed in the heading, Timeline of this event by computer forensics.
As was discussed in the previous section the time syncing of Dep. Hirzel’s laptop will have to come from interviews with the radio/data communication and other IT/technical personnel that maintain these systems.   There is a spoilage order in effect on this case by the Creach family:

Because of the nature of this specific OIS investigation and the critical nature of the time line of this event, this additional information must be sought if at all possible now.   This information will inevitably be the subject of discovery in later civil actions.

Hirzel: 505, correction, 606, I'm Code 6.
Dispatcher: Code 6, 14114 East Fourth. 
Hirzel: OK I got shots fired one down, shots fired.
Dispatcher: Copy shots fired.
Unknown: Call it a 99.
Dispatcher: Copy
Hirzel: Respond medics
Dispatcher: 99 14114 East Fourth. Show units en-route.
